SHPS   prohibits   discrimina�on,   harassment,   in�mida�on,   and   bullying   on   the   basis   of   a   student’s   actual   or   perceived   age,  
ancestry,   ethnicity,   actual   or   poten�al   parental,   pregnancy,   family   or   marital   status   that   treats   students   differently   on   the  
basis   of   sex,   lacta�on   status,   housing   or   homeless   status,   color,   mental   or   physical   disability,   gender,   gender   iden�ty,  
gender   expression,   sex,   sexual   orienta�on,   gene�c   informa�on,    immigra�on   status,   medical   informa�on,   na�onality,  
race,   religion,   or   associa�on   with   a   person   or   a   group   with   one   or   more   of   these   actual   or   perceived   characteris�cs.   This  
applies   to   all   acts   related   to   school   ac�vity   or   school   a�endance   within   SHPS.

Your   Rights   and   Responsibili�es   Under   Title   IX  
1. You   have   the   right   to   fair   and   equitable   treatment   and   you   shall   not   be   discriminated   against   based   on   your   sex.  
2. You   have   the   right   to   be   provided   with   an   equitable   opportunity   to   par�cipate   in   all    academic   extracurricular  

ac�vi�es   and   athle�cs   offered   by   St.   HOPE   Public   Schools  
3. St.   HOPE   Public   Schools   currently   offers   various   athle�c   programs.   You   have   the   right   to   inquire   of   the   athle�c  

director   or   other   appropriate   St.   HOPE   Public   Schools   administrator   as   to   the   athle�c   opportuni�es   offered   by  
the   Schools.  

4. You   have   the   right   to   apply   for   athle�c   scholarships.  
5. You   have   the   right   to   receive   equitable   treatment   and   benefits   in   the   provision   of   all   of   the   following:  

a. Equipment   and   supplies.  
b. Scheduling   of   games   and   prac�ces.  
c. Transporta�on   and   daily   allowances.  
d. Access   to   tutoring.  
e. Coaching.  
f. Locker   rooms.  
g. Prac�ce   and   compe��ve   facili�es.  
h. Medical   and   training   facili�es   and   services.  
i. Publicity.  

6. You   have   the   right   to   have   access   to   our   Title   IX   Coordinator   regarding   gender   equity   laws.   Please   see   above   for  
this   Coordinator’s   contact   informa�on.  

7. You   have   the   right   to   file   a   confiden�al   discrimina�on   complaint   with   the    United   States   Office   for   Civil   Rights   or  
California   Department   of   Educa�on   if   you   believe   you   have   been   discriminated   against   or   if   you   believe   you   have  
received   unequal   treatment   on   the   basis   of   your   sex.   See   below   for   more   informa�on   regarding   how   to   file   a  
complaint.  

8. You   have   the   right   to   pursue   civil   remedies   if   you   have   been   discriminated   against.  
9. You   have   the   right   to   be   protected   against   retalia�on   if   you   file   a   discrimina�on   complaint.

How   to   File   a   Complaint   Under   Title   IX

2. A   complaint   regarding   discrimina�on   or   harassment   based   on   sex   must   ordinarily   be   filed   with   the   U.S.   Office   for  
Civil   Rights   within   180   days   of   the   last   act   of   discrimina�on.   If   your   complaint   involves   ma�ers   that   occurred  
longer   than   this   and   you   are   reques�ng   a   waiver,   you   will   be   asked   to   show   good   cause   why   you   did   not   file   your  
complaint   within   the   180-day   period.   If   you   have   ques�ons   about   your   situa�on,   you   can   contact   the   California  
branch   of   the   Office   for   Civil   Rights   at   the   address   listed   below.   A   complaint   filed   with   St.   HOPE   Public   Schools  
under   our   UCP   alleging   unlawful   discrimina�on,   harassment,   in�mida�on   or   bullying   must   be   ini�ated   no   later  
than   six   (6)   months   from   the   date   when   the   alleged   unlawful   discrimina�on,   harassment,   in�mida�on   or   bullying  
occurred,   or   six   (6)   months   from   the   date   when   the   complainant   first   obtained   knowledge   of   the   facts   of   the  
alleged   unlawful   discrimina�on,   harassment,   in�mida�on   or   bullying.  

3. The   U.S.   Office   for   Civil   Rights   has   its   own   policies   and   procedures   for   inves�ga�ng   complaints.   Please   review   the  
above   link   for   more   informa�on   about   this   process.   A   complaint   filed   with   St.   HOPE   Public   Schools   under   our  
UCP   or   Harassment/   In�mida�on/   Discrimina�on/   Bullying   policy   will   be   inves�gated   in   compliance   with   those  
policies.  

4. There   are   a   variety   of   ways   to   file   your   complaint.   You   can   use   the   U.S.   Office   for   Civil   Rights   electronic   complaint  
form   filed   directly   through   their   website;   or   mail,   email,   or   send   by   facsimile   your   own   le�er   or   a   completed   copy  
of   the   Office   for   Civil   Rights   Discrimina�on   Complaint   Form.
